Below is a televised sewer pipe on the west side of the railroad tracks. 

There are a number of sections on this pipe where the pipe material is 

completely gone and the sewer is running through a dirt tunnel. We are 

getting quotes to replace approximately 1500 linear feet of this pipe. 

 

 



This is a homeowner on Jordan Moore. An old line came in the backside 

through a field to feed this property and a second set of property 

ownersΩ homes next door. Public Works crews were split in two groups. 

They completed this line and the owners were excited to be off the old 

line. The other property owner lines were completed Thursday. This 

allowed us to eliminate 1000 feet of rural water line, remove a master 

meter, put new meters on each of the homes and abandon an old 2έ 

water line that regularly leaked. This was made possible by a new 6έ 

line that a developer installed and allowed the other property owners 

to tap in on.  Many future water leaks will be avoided now. Good job 

Public Works!!!!
